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nominate for and be elected to the Board of the Amalgamated Club as

provided in the Constitution of the Amalgamated Club.

(0) The Amalgamated Club will carry out improvements to the Bowling Club

premises.

The Memorial Club shall be entitled, with the full co-operation of the Bowling Club,
to carry out due diligence enquiries regarding the quantum, nature and condition of all
of the Bowling Club’s Liabilities including contingent liabilities, including but not
limited to obtaining reports (such as condition and structural soundness,
environmental audit, BCA compliance, and fire safety), to the reasonable satisfaction
of the Memorial Club in relation to the Land (including the premises) of the Bowling
Club.

The Memorial Club shall be entitled, with the full co-operation of the Bowling Club,
to carry out a final check review on behalf of the Memorial Club in relation to the

nature, quality, quantity, condition of and title to, all of the Bowling Club’s Assets.
